pages.

Day 14 Revising - Read your book to someone at home. How could you make it even
better?

15 June Revising - Bring your book to school and have a look at each other's to get

some good ideas.

Day 16 - 18 | Proofreading - Make sure your book is ‘reader ready’. Check for errors and
correct mistakes.

Share your book with someone at home. Ask them what they think. Make any
final changes.

Friday 19t | Bring your book into school to share with your class. Have a publishing party!
